Course Description

The goal of this course is to learn the basics of the theory and practice of analyzing
relationships in economic (and other) data. This course serves as an introduction to multiple
regression techniques with a focus on economic applications. It includes extensions to discrete
response and panel data, as well as concepts such as omitted variables, missing data, sample
selection and randomized and quasi-experiments. The course also develops the ability to apply
econometric and statistical methods using the computer package STATA.
